• Over alf approximately 54%  of t e survey par cipants 392  were visitors to t e 
ennepin Ave corridor w ile nearly 30% live in one of t e t ree neig bor oods 

abu ng t e corridor 218
• In terms of general demograp ic informa on  nearly 75% of t e survey par cipants 

were between t e ages of 25 to 49
• Overall survey par cipants would most like to see improved pedestrian crossings  

sidewalks wide enoug  to support increased greenery and a variety of ac vi es  
improved bus reliability and speed as well as ways to bike t roug  t e area wit  t e 
reconstruc on of t e corridor

• Approximately % of t e survey par cipants own  manage or work at a business along 
t e corridor or wit in one block of ennepin 42

• Of t ese  t e ig est number of responses were from par cipants between 
ouglas Ave and ranklin Ave 14  between 22nd St and 24t  S 11  and 

between 25t  St and 2 t  St 10
• eekday deliveries to businesses along t e corridor are largely  evenly
