
“Cars and trucks frequently 
park or stand in the bike lane,
requiring bicyclists to merge

into very fast car traffic.”

“Getting into the bike lane
from northbound Harriet Ave

is hair rasing! It is very dangerous
and never something I would
want my child to do alone.”

“Many drivers run the stoplight at 
Grand Ave, even right in front of the 

school. This is literally the only reason
that my kids cannot safely walk to 

school on their own.”

“Many kids do not have an adult or older child 
with them when they come from the Whittier
Recreation Center, meaning they do not know 

how to navigate a street that already feels
dangerous, even for an adult.”

“The intersections of 26th St at 
Grand Ave, Pleasant Ave, and Pillsbury Ave,

and Blaisdell Ave are extremely unsafe to cross
as a pedestrian. The Phase 1 improvements at
Grand Ave have helped but are not enough.”

“When driving and making a left on
26th St from Pillisbury Ave, I always feel

incredibly unsafe. I am constantly checking for 
both cars speeding down 26th St (your view is
obstructed by cars parked on the corner) and

pedestrians as they cross.”

“All of 26th St is simply
too fast and easy to go

fast on.”

“Parked cars often block
visbility.”

“Permanent traffic 
calming like curb bumpouts 

and speed humps would help
this street greatly!”

“A mini traffic circle
would help.”

“The street is extra wide
and it makes it a race

track.”

“Massive speeding down
Pleasant Ave.”

“Something to make people
stop or slow down here would

be good.”

“Cars drive way too fast
along the park .”

“It is nearly impossible for a 
pedestrian to cross without 

feeling the need to run.”

“We use this intersection to go
from the school to the
Midtown Greenway.”

“I support a two-way bikeway
on 28th St for better

circulation.”

“I almost never feel fully safe
biking on 28th St.”

“Cars tend to go very fast.” “I want permanent bikeway
protection.”
